h) Employees’ end of service benefits

Provision is made for employees’ indemnity in accordance with the Kuwait Labour Law based

on employees’ salaries and accumulated periods of service or on the basis of employment
contracts, where such contracts provide extra benefits. The provision, which is unfunded, is
determined as the amount payable to employees as a result of involuntary termination of
employment as of the balance sheet date.

i) Provisions

A provision (other than provision for accounts receivable and provision for inventories) is
recognized in the balance sheet when the Company has a legal or constructive obligation as a
result of a past event, and it is probable that an outflow of economic benefits will be required
to settle the obligation. If the effect is material, provisions are determined by discounting the
expected future cash flows at a rate that reflects current market assessments of the time value
of money and, where appropriate, the risks specific to the liability.

j) Payables

Payables are stated at their cost.

k) Impairment

Property, plant and equipment, financial assets are reviewed at each balance sheet date (0
determine whether there is objective evidence of impairment. If any such indication exists, the
asset’s recoverable amount is estimated.

Property, plant and equipment

The recoverable amount of assets is the greater of their net selling price and value in use- In
assessing value in use, the estimated future cashflows are discounted to their present value
using a discount rate that reflects current market assessment of the time value of money and
the risks specific to the asset. For an asset that does not generate cash inflows largely
independent of those from other assets, the recoverable amount is determined for the cash-
generating unit to which the asset belongs.
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An impairment loss is only reversed to the extent that the assets carrying amount does not
exceed the carrying amount that would have been determined if no impairment loss had been
recognized.

Accounts receivable

The recoverable amount of receivables is calculated as the total amount of expected
collections. The receivables are of a short term duration and therefore the expected future cash
collections are not discounted.

Impairment losses are recognised in the statement of income. If in a subsequent period the
amount of an impairment loss decreases and the decrease can be linked objectively to an event
occurring after the write down, the write-down or allowance is reversed through the statement
of income.

1) Revenue recognition

Revenue from the sale of goods is recognized when the significant risks and rewards of
ownership have been transferred to the buyer, and no significant uncertainties remain regarding
the derivation of consideration, associated costs or the possible return of goods.

In relation to the rendering of services, revenue is recognised by reference to the stage of
completion of the transaction at the balance sheet date. The method used determines services
performed as a percentage of total services to be performed and applies this percentage to total
revenue expected. Revenue is recognised when no significant uncertainties remain concerning
the derivation of consideration or associated costs.

Dividend income is recognized when the right to receive payment is established.

m) Foreign currencies

Foreign currency transactions are recorded in Kuwaiti Dinars at the rate of exchange ruling at
the date of the transaction. Monetary assets and liabilities denominated in foreign currencies
are translated into Kuwaiti Dinars at the rate of exchange prevailing on the balance sheet date.

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Notes to the financial statements
for the year ended 31 December 2003

1. Status and activities

National Petroleum Services Company (“the Company”) was incorporated on 1 January 1993 as,
a closed Kuwaiti Shareholding Company in accordance with the provisions of Commercial
Companies Law and its articles of association. The Company was listed on the Kuwait Stock
Exchange on 18 October 2003.

The principal activities of the Company are carrying out cementing, coil tubing, pumping,
stimulation and other miscellaneous associated services related to drilling operations.

The Company is domiciled in Kuwait and it’s registered office is at Plot no 3, building no 76,
Shuaiba, Kuwait. The number of employees as of 31 December 2003 was 90 (31 December 2002: 34).

The financial statements were authorized for issue by the board of directors on 8 February 2004.
The shareholders of the Company have the power to amend these financial statements at the annual
general assembly meeting.

2. Significant accounting policies

a) Statement of compliance

The financial statements are prepared in accordance with the International Financial
Reporting Standards (“IFRSs”) promulgated by the International Accounting Standards Board
(“IASB”), interpretations issued by the International Financial Reporting Interpretations
Committee (“IFRIC”) of the IASB and the requirements of the Kuwaiti Commercial
Companies Law of 1960, as amended, and the Company’s memorandum and articles of
association.

b) Basis of preparation

The financial statements are presented in Kuwaiti Dinars. The financial statements are
prepared on a fair value basis for financial assets and liabilities held for trading, except those
for which a reliable measure of fair value is not available. Other financial assets and liabilities
and non-financial assets and liabilities are stated at amortised cost or historical cost.

The accounting policies have been consistently applied by the Company and are consistent
with those used in the previous year.
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¢) Property, plant and equipment

Property, plant and equipment are carried at cost less accumulated depreciation and any
impairment losses (refer accounting policy k).

Depreciation is calculated on a straight line basis and is intended to write off the cost of the
assets over their expected useful lives, as follows:

Buildings 20 years
Plant and machinery 10 years
Furniture and office equipment 5 years
Vehicles 5 years

d) Inventories

Inventories are stated at the lower of cost and net realizable value after making allowance for
any slow moving, obsolete or damaged items. Net realizable value is the estimated selling price
in the ordinary course of business, less the estimated selling expenses. Cost of inventories is
based on the weighted average cost principle and includes expenditure incurred in acquiring
the inventories and bringing them to their existing location and condition.

e) Accounts receivable

Accounts receivable originated by the Company are carried at cost less impairment losses
(refer accounting policy k).

f) Investments held for trading

Investments held for trading are acquired principally for the purpose of generating a profit
from short-term fluctuations in prices. These are measured initially at cost, including
transaction costs and subsequently stated at fair value with any resultant gain or loss
recognized in the statement of income.

The fair value of listed equity investments is based on their quoted bid price at the balance
sheet date without any deduction for transaction costs.

Investments held for trading are recognised/derecognised on the trade date i.e. on the date the
Company commits to purchase/sell the investments.

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Annual Report of the Board of Directors

The Board of Directors has laid down an expansion plan for the
next three years, with specific targets so that the company will
achieve future expansion policies. These include re-structuring and
organizing the departments of the company in order to strengthen
business, quality control systems and information systems and
review the salaries and incentives system for both employees and
managers, as well as expanding the constructed area of the
company.

Although the achievement of these objectives involves
considerable financial and administrative costs that will definitely
affect the financial performance of the company during 2004 and
its profitability, it will help drawing a framework for organizing the
company on a sound basis that will continue to achieve success in
the future, thereby ensuring higher return on shareholders’ equity on
both the mid and long terms in the event of implementing the
expansion plan of the company in an optimum manner.

The Board of Directors has set the expansion plan as follows:

1- Plan to maintain the volume of business with existing
customers and increase future business

Despite the increased demand observed in 2003, OPEC
production ensured that the market remained well supplied and that
prices were maintained within the target ranges of the OPEC
reference basket.

The OPEC meeting of Feb 10th 2004 allocated Kuwait a three
month production quota of 1,886,000 bpd, down 100,000 bpd from
their previous level. The quota reduction was in response to the
forecasted supply surplus in the second quarter, a quarter with
seasonally lower demand.

This quota change would have little impact on the number of
Drilling Rigs engaged in the country, as these are mainly governed
by Kuwait Oil Company’s strategic five year rolling plan.

KOC’s plans to increase both proven reserves from existing
reservoirs and new reserves through exploration will raise Drilling
Rig levels in 2004 from 2003; this increase in Drilling activity
should have a positive impact to NAPESCO’s earnings.
NAPESCO’s current market share is estimated at 23% of Well
Construction activity through its Cementing and Downhole Tool
product lines and 18% of the Well Intervention business through its
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Coiled Tubing and Stimulation Product Lines. The total market for
NAPESCO’s products and services is estimated at 13.5 million
KDs.

The company achieved a level of volume business comparative to
the maximum level that can possibly be achieved with Kuwait Oil
Company and Joint Operations under the market share distribution
system employed at present.

E01‘ .thi.s reason, the policy that the company will follow is to
malqtaln its existing share and seek to increase it gradually as far as
possible th.rough better quality and added value in a consistent
manner on its services to both companies.

With regard to the North Kuwait project, the company has studied
a nqmber of plans drawn by foreign companies that have been
qualified for the project with regard to the works that our company
can carry out. Management has started to get ready and equip itself
tec}_lmcally and administratively for the competition for this
buSIpéss. Management has also drawn plans that might ensure our
receiving a major part of these works in the event where a certain
foreign company wins the project for North Kuwait.

The process of enlistment to the Stock Exchange Market was very
successful as investment funds and various investors engaged in
negotiation of the company’s shares in a positive manner which had a
great influence on the increase in share market price to comparative
levels with return on the investment. This really demonstrates the good

The company was able to maintain the volume of its sales in 2003 as
compared to the year 2002 in spite of the suspension of activities of
Kuwait Oil Co. and the Joint Operations for two months due to the
military operation for the liberation of Iraq.

0.15% over the year 2002. However the company was able to increase
the rate of services revenues as compared to mutual revenues which led
to the increase in the gross profit to KD.

Accordingly, the company achieved
increase in its net profit in the sum of KD. 606,455 i.e. an increase of
